Procedure for Nominations
e Nominations may be made by alumni, current or former faculty and staff, administrators, and community

members of District 202.

e Nominations need to be submitted by February 3, 2012. In order for the nomination to be considered each the
attached nomination form should be fully completed and submitted as outlined on the form.
